    Pass
1. Draw your horse to you from at least 10m away
· Handler will show that they can direct the horse from 10m away
· Horse willingly draws to human
· Handler may use low energy to support movement

2. Put the halter on your horse from the right side
· Handler stays on the right side
· Horse keeps head low and turned to right
3. On the 3.5m lead show:
· The horse backing a figure eight with you at least 2m away

· Sideways in a figure eight

· Backing around you in a circle

· Handler shows appropriate use of drive
· Handler stays at least 2m down the rope

4. On the 7m lead show:

· The horse backing to the end of the lead and coming back at a trot

· Back the horse up hill to the full extent of the lead

· Ask your horse to circle you, move up to canter and complete at least 2 circles to the right, change direction with a flying change, and circle at least 2 circles to the left, change direction again with a flying change, complete another circle. Finish by drawing the horse to you, at the trot or canter

· Send your horse in a circle, move around your paddock, over various terrain. Show the horse in trot and canter, over jumps, over dips, up hills, down hills, in both directions. Include a jump of at least 70cm. Keep a steady rhythm throughout

· Horse will show rhythm and relaxation in all tasks
· Flow is maintained in all the work
· Horse is willing throughout

· Drive your horse over a log, through an L pattern, under a banner (or similar) and back up over a pole

· With the reins joined, ask your horse to circle you right at a trot, turn to the outside of the circle, complete 2 more circles and stop on the circle
· Horse will be confident within thefeel
· Handler understands the use of direction and energy with two long reins
· Horse is able to follow the tracks e.g. forward, sideways, circle
6. At liberty show:
· Your horse staying with you as you move over obstacles; over logs, through trees, under banners, include going through a gate, showing opening and closing gate
· Ask your horse to move around you in a circle. Show transition from walk-trot-canter, change direction with

Flying changes, repeat transitions in the other direction, show another flying change. Stop horse on the circle and show 5 steps backwards

· Handler stays in the centre of the circle, can move a little for flying change
· Horse is receptive to energy changes but stays confident
· Show sideways from both directions for at least 10m

· Horse moves sideways fluidly
· Can travel a little forward to maintain flow
· Send horse in a figure eight around two cones whilst keeping your feet still

· Handler can direct the horse whilst not moving their feet
· Horse follows the pattern with confidence
· Back your horse by his tail for 5 steps
